PLACEBO EFFECT
Much  has  been  written  by the  medical  professionals on 
Placebo. It is recognized in   medicine as it has helped in
numerous cases. Your author presents here some  interesting
thoughts on this powerful subject.

It is our basic premise that the power of the mind is not

    sufficiently  appreciated and, in fact is not being used to 
its utmost by many folks.
Medicine has proven the effectiveness of the placebo pill in
too many incidents to not appreciate that it is actually the
positive mind at work. We believe that our mind makes us well
and successful in life, as it also can make us ill or 
otherwise. A mind full of negative thoughts concentrating on
this or that ailment or failure can actually cause these 
events to occur.
Then we look at the various cures apparently caused by some
preachers. It is quite obvious that for this healing to
have occurred that person must have truly believed, beyond 

any doubt, that healing would occur.

The following incident was recently related to us. “This  

young son of a prominent preacher was saving souls galore as
well as performing hands on healing miracles aplenty. As he
moved onto his teenage years he took up with the wrong crowd
and gave up his ministerial work, doubting his hitherto firm
beliefs. After a few years of bumming around and needing an
income he went back to preaching. And healing despite his
total disbelief in the message he was preaching. Yet here he
was performing his hands-on miraculous cures for the many 
believers.”
Now, what do we read in this? It is obvious that the 
supplicants were convinced that this preacher would heal 
them. Lo and behold, the power of their minds, free of all

doubt and negativity, performed this miracle even to the

surprise of the preacher.
Many years ago we installed a hyperbaric chamber in the home
of an MS patient in North Dakota who was desperate to try 
anything to ameliorate his condition and had heard that this 
protocol might help. We installed it in his home and never 
heard a word since. Recently (25 years later) he called and 
asked us if we would move his chamber to Arizona!
