Critical  Information  For  Purchasing  Hyperbaric  Chambers
1. First and foremost, is the chamber properly certified, are the certification documents appropriate and in order.

2. What is the condition of the chamber? When last tested and by whom?  His qualifications?

3. Remember, this chamber will be used to treat, cure or alleviate, over 100 ailments.

4. Will it be used for public or private use?

5. To perform these many procedures, the chamber must be rated for no less than 22 PSI, or 2-1/2 ATA.

6. Can a patient escape the chamber with no outside assistance? Can a patient speak with the attendant while being treated? Does patient have means of calling the attendant? Are all safety devices in operating condition?

7. Can a patient or the attendant actuate the fire suppression system while being treated if the power and batteries all

fail? Meaning, is it operated mechanically not electrically?

8. What is the condition of the oxygen breathing equipment?

9. What is the condition of the fire suppression system?

10.What is the condition of the air compressing and filtration  systems?

11. Is a prone patient on a stretcher able to enter the chamber?

12. Is there an audio and visual alarm if the chamber exceeds an oxygen content of 23% and becomes  hazardous?
